- Students who contact any contagious illness must have a Doctor Release Form signed and brought to the office before returning
to school.
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Precautions We Are Taking
- Increasing our disinfection schedule for facilities, toys, and supplies.
- Reviewing hand washing procedures with children.
- Reminding children to cover their mouths when coughing and sneezing.
- Reviewing basic sanitation procedures with staff.
- Keeping staff informed about swine-flu, and other infectious outbreaks.
- If our school or any neighboring schools have confirmed cases of swine-flu we will close Joy to the World (for approximately 7 to
10 days.)
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
